CONFESSION OF SIN

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Service of the Word 

The Sixth Sunday of Easter describes the key characteristic in our relationships with each other—

love. But what is love? Love finds a way to overcome any traditions, feelings, circumstances, 

ethnicities, or anything else that keep us separated from one another. That’s exactly what God’s 

love for us did—find a way to overcome the separation from him caused by our sin. That’s good 

news for people who feel unloved in this world.

SERMON John 15:9–17 

Jesus has given us a new title—he calls us his friends. Friends share common interests; they have 

similar goals and similar likes and dislikes. Therefore, as Jesus’ friends, we are stirred to love one 

another in the same way he loved us. 

9 “As the Father has loved me, so have I loved you. Now remain in my love. 10 If you 

keep my commands, you will remain in my love, just as I have kept my Father’s 

commands and remain in his love. 11 I have told you this so that my joy may be in you 

and that your joy may be complete. 12 My command is this: Love each other as I have 

loved you. 13 Greater love has no one than this: to lay down one’s life for one’s friends. 
14 You are my friends if you do what I command. 15 I no longer call you servants, because 

a servant does not know his master’s business. Instead, I have called you friends, for 

everything that I learned from my Father I have made known to you. 16 You did not 

choose me, but I chose you and appointed you so that you might go and bear fruit—fruit 

that will last—and so that whatever you ask in my name the Father will give you. 17 This 

is my command: Love each other. 

HYMN What a Friend We Have in Jesus | #385 
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NEW TESTAMENT READING 1 John 4:7–21 

You are the object of God’s love. Even more, you are the channel of his love—a tool, an 

instrument through which he can show his love to other people too. 

7 Dear friends, let us love one another, for love comes from God. Everyone who loves 

has been born of God and knows God. 8 Whoever does not love does not know God, 

because God is love. 9 This is how God showed his love among us: He sent his one and 

only Son into the world that we might live through him. 10 This is love: not that we loved 

God, but that he loved us and sent his Son as an atoning sacrifice for our sins. 11 Dear 

friends, since God so loved us, we also ought to love one another. 12 No one has ever 

seen God; but if we love one another, God lives in us and his love is made complete in 

us.  
13 This is how we know that we live in him and he in us: He has given us of his Spirit. 

14 And we have seen and testify that the Father has sent his Son to be the Savior of the 

world. 15 If anyone acknowledges that Jesus is the Son of God, God lives in them and 

they in God. 16 And so we know and rely on the love God has for us.  

God is love. Whoever lives in love lives in God, and God in them. 17 This is how love 

is made complete among us so that we will have confidence on the day of judgment: In 

this world we are like Jesus. 18 There is no fear in love. But perfect love drives out fear, 

because fear has to do with punishment. The one who fears is not made perfect in love.  
19 We love because he first loved us. 20 Whoever claims to love God yet hates a 

brother or sister is a liar. For whoever does not love their brother and sister, whom they 

have seen, cannot love God, whom they have not seen. 21 And he has given us this 

command: Anyone who loves God must also love their brother and sister. 

HISTORY READING Acts 9:36–42 

What a wonderful way for a Christian to be described: “She was always doing good and helping 

the poor.” 

36 In Joppa there was a disciple named Tabitha (in Greek her name is Dorcas); she 

was always doing good and helping the poor. 37 About that time she became sick and 

died, and her body was washed and placed in an upstairs room. 38 Lydda was near 

Joppa; so when the disciples heard that Peter was in Lydda, they sent two men to him 

and urged him, “Please come at once!”  
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39 Peter went with them, and when he arrived he was taken upstairs to the room. All 

the widows stood around him, crying and showing him the robes and other clothing 

that Dorcas had made while she was still with them.  
40 Peter sent them all out of the room; then he got down on his knees and prayed. 

Turning toward the dead woman, he said, “Tabitha, get up.” She opened her eyes, and 

seeing Peter she sat up. 41 He took her by the hand and helped her to her feet. Then he 

called for the believers, especially the widows, and presented her to them alive. 42 This 

became known all over Joppa, and many people believed in the Lord. 

STATEMENT OF FAITH 

P: Let us confess our holy faith in the words of the Nicene Creed: 

C: I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth and of all 

things visible and invisible. 

And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten of his 

Father before all worlds, God of God, Light of Light, Very God of Very God, 

begotten, not made, being of one substance with the Father, by whom all things 

were made. Who for us men and for our salvation came down from heaven and 

was incarnate by the Holy Spirit of the virgin Mary and was made man; and was 

crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate. He suffered and was buried; and the 

third day he rose again according to the scriptures; and ascended into heaven, and 

is seated at the right hand of the Father. And he shall come again with glory to 

judge both the living and the dead; whose kingdom shall have no end. 

And I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and Giver of life, who proceeds from 

the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son together is worshiped 

and glorified, who spoke by the prophets. And I believe one holy Christian and 

apostolic church. I acknowledge one baptism for the remission of sins. And I look 

for the resurrection of the dead and the life of the world to come. Amen.
